Differencesin Fiscal Y ear 2000 acreage data from the previous year are due to land acreage aocquired by the Bureau of Land
Management; exchange land acreage received by the Bureau of Land Management; and exchange public land acreage (surface estate
only) conveyed to others by the Bureau of Land Management.

These lands are administered by the Bureau of Land Management. They include O& C timber on non-Federal land on 322 acresin
Columbia County and 243 acresin Y amill County.

Under the provisions of the Act of June 24, 1954 (68 Stat. 271), these lands weredeclared to be revested O& Crailroad grant lands. They
were placed under the jurisdiction of the Secretary of Agriculture to be administered with Naional Forest lands, with all revenues derived
from such lands to be handled in accordance with the provisions of Title |1 of the Oregon and California Revested Lands Sustained Yield
Management Act of August 28, 1937 (50 Stat. 874), as amended by the Act of June 24, 1954 (68 Stat. 271).

Certain O& C areas were set aside by various Acts of Congress to be administered by the Forest Service without losing their O& C
identity. The landsin Benton, Clackamas, Jackson, and Polk Counties are watershed lands, while the land in Josephine County is an
administrative site.
