The reduction in acreage for Fiscal Y ear 2001 reflects afull or partial lease relinquishment.

A lease salein Wyoming was initiated in Fiscal Y ear 2000 but the lease was not issued until
Fiscal Year 2001. Therefore, thislease saleis shown for Fisca Year 2001. Onelease in
Wyoming was segregated into two leases during Fiscal Y ear 2001, thereby creating another lease
without any increase in acreage and no bonus payment.

One coal lease in Washington was reported in error for Fiscal Year 2000 as a Competitive
Regional Lease when it should have been reported as a Competitive Pre-FCLAA Lease. This
error has been corrected in Fiscal Year 2001.

Two leases have been terminated in Utah for lack of diligent development as aresult of BLM's
decision to not approve aLogical Mining Unit (LMU) application. The decision to not approve the
LMU application was appealed to the Interior Board of Land Appeals (IBLA) (1551BLA 286).
IBLA has set aside the decision to not approve theLMU and remanded the case to BL M, thereby
reinstating the leasesthat had been terminated when the LMU was not approved.

Three coal leases in Kentucky had administrative functions transferred from the Tennessee Valley
Authority to BLM during Fiscal Y ear 2001.

In accordance with the Interior Board of Land Appeals dedsion of June 17, 1998, titled “Morgan
Coal Co.” (144 IBLA 299), BLM has converted two preference right lease applicationsin Alaska
into preference right coal leases. The Fiscal Y ear 2000 Public Land Satistics was in error by not
reporting this action.

Colorado had two LMU modfications during Fiscal Y ear 2001 to add more lands to existing LM US,
which increased the total LMU acres without adding any additional LM Us.

A new LMU was formed in North Dakota as well asone LMU being dissolved in Oklahoma and
two LMUs being dissolved in Wyoming during Fiscal Y ear 2001.
