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Furnishing a hard copy of reference standards and specifications to field
officials, such as those published by the American Society for Testing and
Materials (ASTM), American Association of State Highway & Transportation
Officials (AASHTO), the American Water Works Association (AWWA), the National
Fire Protection Association (NFPA), and the Uniform Building Code (UBC) may be
a violation of copyright law. Accordingly, we will not provide to field
officials copies of standards and specifications which are protected by
copyright law.

Instead, it is recommended that State Engineers and District Engineers
consider purchasing the CD-ROM disks on which The National Institute of
Building Sciences CCB resides.

CCB includes most of the federal and military standards and private reference
standards for references (does not include AASHTO or ASTM) that appear in
BLM’s guide specifications. Also included are military and civilian agency
guide specifications, design manuals, cost estimating systems, OSHA safety and
health regulations, facility standards, energy performance standards, building
codes (including UBC), and other construction and engineering references.
