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The BLM has seen tremendous growth in demand for scientific information pertaining to the
health and productivity of the public lands. To be responsive to this demand, BLM’s resource
professionals must have access to current information on technologies, procedures, and studiesin
their fields — information that will help them make informed choices and decisions. All of this
information is “Within Reach” at the BLM Library.

The BLM Library, located in Denver, Colorado, provides professiona Library servicesto all
BLM personnel at no charge. The services are offered both “traditionally” where the Library
staff performs the services or electronically where the patron can interactively access online
information.
