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Subject: Department of Interior (DOI)  Policy Regarding Exemptions to the Mandatory Use
of a Travel Management System (TMS) 

In response to the many concerns raised by DOI travelers about the Mandatory Use of a TMS, the
Department has granted four exemptions to mandatory use for hotel /motel reservations.  The
four exemptions are:

� Pre-arranged lodging accommodations
� Overseas lodging accommodations
� Lodging accommodations for unplanned travel
� Lodging accommodations at establishments exempt from the Hotel and Motel Fire
