Subject:
Information Technology (IT) Services Meeting

In early April, the State held an IT Operational meeting in the State Office with the State IT Specialists (ref: IM UT2003-039).  At the meeting, a proposal was made to centralize the administration of Utah IT systems and services in the State at the State Office in order to reduce costs, prepare for competitive sourcing and the centralization of IT within the Department.  Field office IT Specialists were tasked to prepare presentations to the State Chief Information Officer (CIO) on proposals to reduce IT costs within their field offices and/or make counter proposals to the centralization of IT systems and services at the State Office.

The next IT Operational meeting will be held in the State Office August 5-7, 2003 for field offices to present their ideas and proposals to the State CIO; offices without IT Specialists may also make presentations of the same topic to the State CIO at this time.  To prepare the meeting agenda, each field office presenting to the State CIO must send their topic(s) and the time required for their presentation to Karl Sakaeda, IT Operations Supervisor no later than July 18, 2003.

The State Office will fund travel for state field office employees making presentations to the State CIO, one per office; a fund code will be provided for employee making presentations after they complete their travel.  Offices may send additional employees at their own expense; Assistant Field Office Managers responsible for IT are also encouraged to attend.  All attendees are responsible for making their own travel arrangements.

A total count of anticipated attendees for these sessions is requested by 18 July.  This count is required to determine if the number of attendees attending will exceed the threshold currently in effect concerning overnight stays in support of BLM meetings.  If more than ten individuals will be attending, we will have to formally request approval for the meeting in accordance with current BLM policy.
