Utah Recreation Workshop

The statewide workshop for the outdoor recreation program is scheduled for October 7-10, 2003, at the Zion Ponderosa Ranch Retreat. We strongly encourage managers to send at least one attendee from each Field Office.  Meals and accommodations are provided, so there are no travel costs other than transportation.  Field Office Managers are also invited and encouraged to attend any or all of the sessions.  
Workshop Objectives:
1) 
Information dissemination and sharing, including discussion of upcoming and current issues in 



recreation and wilderness and how they affect each field office.
2)
Develop products to assist with statewide consistency in three areas (defined below).

3) 
Strengthen and enhance recreation program network within Utah: ask questions and exchange information about what is happening throughout the state, share successes and lessons learned.
The following is a preliminary agenda.  Attendees should review the field trips being offered and choose one which addresses those issues they are facing or expect to deal with in the future.  Please submit registration information to Robin Fehlau by September 8, 2003 so that numbers for meals and field trips can be determined.  Participants must read assignments below to be prepared for work sessions.
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Assignments
The Utah BLM recreation program will be working on improving consistency among offices in three areas: SRP land based stipulations, developing a common data dictionary for inventory of motorized routes, and basic training/information for volunteers and seasonals.  Participants will choose a topic and groups will work concurrently. What is needed from each person or Field Office:
1) SRP land based stipulations: each Field Office should bring 10 copies of their land based stipulations to share as part of developing consistent wording/stipulations.
2) Data dictionaries for motorized trail inventory: each Field Office should bring 10 copies of existing data dictionaries as a basis for developing one statewide dictionary.

3) Basic training/information for volunteers: each Field Office should bring the current information that they currently provide new volunteers and seasonals. Be prepared to develop a standard set of information.

4) Field Office map: at the last workshop it was requested that each field office bring a map so that others can identify the location of sites being discussed

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Field Trips Wednesday Oct 8th
Please identify your first and second choice
1) Great Western Trail (Grand Staircase Escalante National Monument) Ride ATVs on the Great Western Trail and discuss large trail systems and their cumulative impacts.  Please bring an ATV if possible.
2) Coral Pink Sand Dunes and Parunuweap WSA (Kanab Field Office) Visit Parunuweap WSA and Coral Pink Sand Dunes and discuss OHVs, WSA, cooperative management and sand dune management. There will be walking as part of this trip.
3) Rockville Bench and SW Community Trails (St George Field Office) Visit Rockville Bench and discuss partnerships, trail planning and design. This trip will be done on mountain bike.  If possible, please bring your own mountain bike (you will need front suspension on your bike, a helmet and water bottles/camelback).  
4) Adams House Restoration Project (St George Field Office) Visit Adams House and discuss the partnership effort and results from their charrette. There will be walking involved. 
Location
Zion Ponderosa Ranch Retreat: The location of the workshop is Zion Ponderosa Ranch Retreat. The BLM has reserved campsites and a meeting room for our workshop.  The camping area will be filled on a first come first serve basis by those attending the workshop.  The Ranch has a number of amenities, including a bathhouse/showers, a swimming pool, and hot tub. There are other sleeping accommodations available but participants must make their own reservations and this cost will not be covered by the State Office. 

Directions
Zion Ponderosa Ranch is just east of Zion National Park. Take Highway 9 to route marker #46. Then turn north on the paved North Fork County Road. Follow the signs along the final 5 miles to Zion Ponderosa Ranch Resort (elevation 6400 ft).

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What to bring: Participants should bring a mug, camp chair, tent, sleeping bag, hat, sunscreen, daypack, water bottle, and anything else needed to be comfortable in an outdoor setting.

For those of you that need to drive long distances the day prior to the workshop, the Zion Ponderosa Ranch will allow camping on their property Monday evening although they will not be providing dinner that night or breakfast Tuesday morning.  Please be prepared with your own breakfast/snack to start the day.
