In order to increase safety awareness and therefore reduce accidents, the State Safety Council will provide an annual safety award to the office with the most outstanding safety program in our state.  Beginning in 2004, the State Director will present the award to a field office manager or DSD during the Utah Leadership Team meeting to recognize excellence in their program.  The recipient should plan to present the award to their office during DOI Safety Week (April 5 – 9, 2004).  To nominate your office, conduct a self-evaluation of your local safety program by using the attached award criteria.  All field offices and the state office can compete for the award. 
The Council will evaluate proactive measures, as well as overall accident reductions, as a means to evaluate the effectiveness our statewide safety program and to determine future goals for the Safety Action Plan.   

Proactive measures would be the activity level of local safety committees, conducting vehicle inspections, implementation of risk management, timely reporting of accidents in SMIS; and management involvement.   Fewer lost time injuries, a lower accident rate, a reduction in vehicle accidents, and other outstanding accomplishments are also goals of the safety program that will be used as criteria to recognize excellence in a safety program.  The Council feels that these are measurable goals that can be documented for each office and will be weighted in their importance during award consideration.
