Interdisciplinary Team Meeting for Fire Planning (Land Use Plan Amendment and Fire Management Plan EA)

This bulletin is in follow-up to UT-IB-2004-054 that identified the Utah State Office (USO) Interdisciplinary Team (IDT) for amending 21 BLM Land Use Plans (LUPs) for fire management decisions across Utah.  As you are aware, the USO has contracted with Maxim Technologies to perform many aspects of this environmental analysis and compliance.  However, BLM specialists must work closely with the contractor to ensure a high quality of work.  

This bulletin contains information related to an upcoming IDT Meeting for Fire Planning.  The meeting will cover both the LUP Amendments and the Fire Management Plan (FMP) environmental documents.

Meeting Objectives:  The objectives of the meeting are to: 1) provide attendees with background information related to the project; 2) provide direction for the LUP Amendments and FMP Environmental Assessments (EAs); 3) identify issues in an interdisciplinary team setting; 4) facilitate data exchange between BLM and contractor; 5) discuss upcoming public meetings and 6) clarify roles of IDTs at the USO and Field Offices/Support Centers.  FIELD OFFICES/SUPPORT CENTERS:  Please bring copies of your draft Fire Management Plan (including Fire Management Unit boundaries and descriptions) to the meeting.

Target Attendees:  Required attendees are:  1) members of the USO IDT that have been identified in UT-IB-2004-054 (see Attachment 1); 2) the IDT Leaders for the Fire Management Plans (see Attachment 2) and 3) Field Office and/or Support Center IDT members representing the following disciplines:  Cultural Resources/Archaeology; Native American Consultation; Threatened, Endangered and Sensitive Animal Species; and Threatened, Endangered and Sensitive Plant Species (see Attachment 3).  If required attendees are unable to attend, please appoint a representative to cover for their absence.  Other interdisciplinary team members that represent potential issues of concern and managers are also encouraged to attend. 

Meeting Logistics:  The meeting will be held in Salt Lake City from 0800 on Tuesday, June 22 through 1200 on Wednesday, June 23.  The meeting location will be at the Best Western Plaza Hotel at 122 West South Temple.  Due to a large convention in Salt Lake City during that week, the Best Western Plaza Hotel was unable to accommodate our sleeping rooms.
