We have been notified that the request for program packages for FY2004 Land and Water Conservation Fund Projects will be required to be submitted to the Washington Office by June 7, 2002.  Therefore it is requested that project information be compiled and submitted to the State Office by May 28, 2002.  Projects will need to be reviewed and prioritized for submission to Washington.  The Washington Office has requested that we limit our submission to five projects.  Proposals should clearly explain why the acquisition is essential, consequences if the property is not acquired, how funds will be leveraged and the identity of partners or other who support the project.  The proposals must identify which approved land use plan the project is in compliance with.  Please review your acquisition needs to see if LWCF purchase would be a viable alternative to meet your land management purposes.

Electronic mail copies of the ranking criteria and supplemental instructions concerning the criteria, the FY2004 Land Acquisition Fact Sheet form and the FY2004 Supplemental Ranking Criteria have been previously forwarded.  Please note that according to the WO instructions all portions (narrative, maps and photos) of the FY2004 submission must be electronically submitted to me so that our statewide priorities can be forwarded to David Beaver, WO-350.    Again, you must submit the map/photo portion of your FY2004 submission electronically. 

Note, the quality of the maps produced should show land ownership, project area, tracts already acquired, tracts to be acquired in FY 2004, and  a map inset of the state showing where in the state the project is located.  It is suggested that if there are multiple contour lines that contour lines be omitted. If you wish to see sample maps or need assistance with mapping please contact Bill Buge.

It is recommended that landowners be contacted for any project prior to submittal for funding to determine their willingness to sell the property at a later date for fair market value.
