Updates of National 7.5' Topographic Maps Bordering Manti-La Sal National Forest

DD: December 20, 2002

The US Forest Service and USGS are in the process of updating the USGS 7.5' topographic maps that cover the Manti-La Sal National Forest.  We have a rare opportunity to make updates on BLM administered land outside of the Forest.  We can add features (new campgrounds, roads, trails, reservoirs, etc.), delete features that no longer exist, realign existing features that are inaccurately placed on an existing map (move trails, recreation facilities, drainage features, etc.), and reclassify features (change a jeep trail to a light duty road, etc.).

It is important that we have FO review of the draft maps by staff that is familiar with the areas shown on them.  Of particular concern to managers, may be the fact that the counties have submitted their road data for inclusion on these maps.  You may want to pay particular attention to the roads and road classifications that are depicted on the revised draft maps.

We will only have a brief opportunity to review these draft maps.  The SO will get plots of the revised draft maps as soon as they are available (probably late December-early January).  We will make these available to the field offices.  

There will also be an opportunity to review the maps together with forest staff (probably in February).  This will help to clarify any discrepancies along the forest boundaries.  

Please notify me who will be the lead contact in your office by December 20, 2002.  We will provide necessary guidance and materials for the review process to that individual.
