In continuing implementation of the national Programmatic Agreement (PA) of March 26, 1997, we are pleased to forward the Bureau of Land Management ‘s (BLM) draft revised 8100-series cultural resource manuals for your review and comment.  This revision reflects a new numbering system for the 8100 series, and also addresses changes recommended by the Preservation Board.  

Action: Please provide any comments or suggestions to the Director (240) by April 30, 2003. The Cultural and Fossil Resources and Tribal Consultation Group (WO-240) will incorporate changes and present Manual Sections 8100, 8110, 8120, 8130, 8140, and 8150, and Manual Handbook H-8120-1 for acceptance by the Preservation Board in its June 2003 meeting, followed by surnaming and approval in Headquarters and publication in final form.  Manual Sections 8160, on Preserving Collections of Cultural Resources, and 8170, on Interpreting Resources for the Public, are included as annotated outlines only, but your concurrent comments on these outlines are requested, in preparation for completion and presentation to the Preservation Board in December 2003.   

Please note that the 1997 PA among the BLM, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, and The National Conference of State Historic Preservation Officers gives the BLM 8100 manuals a unique importance.  Under the PA, the procedures outlined in the manuals, together with state-specific protocols for administering the PA, substitute for the 36 CFR Part 800 regulations.  The BLM PA and protocol system has now been in effect for six years and your experience and insight are needed to ensure that the BLM manual guidance in its final form is comprehensive and practical and helps us to meet our general public service and specific historic preservation responsibilities.
