Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation (ES&R) Project Funding Request for FY-04 and FY-03 Accomplishment Report                                    DD: 10/08/2003
Program Area:  Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation

Purpose:  WO IM 2003-237 required State Director’s to prepare and submit written requests for FY-04 funding for ES&R Carryover Projects and to provide an Accomplishment Report.  Rehabilitation Project Funding will be competed for during November on a Department of Interior (DOI) wide basis.  To reduce the data calls to one, completion of the attached two tables will accomplish all functions at one time.
Policy/Action:  WO IM 2003-237 established the ES&R Policy until the DOI Manual and the Interagency Burned Area Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation Handbook are updated this fall or winter.  A draft of the new 620 DM 3 is due by September 30, 2003.  The new Interagency Burned Area Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation Handbook will be finalized by December 30, 2003.

Information on Completion of the Attachments:
The ES&R Plan Closeout Summary Form is fairly straight forward in its requirements.  Complete one form for each ESR Plan that expires October 1, 2003 (all FY-00 and earlier Plans).  Elaborate explanations are not needed.  An example of an Action Taken might be:
Aerial seeded and single chained 500 acres to a seed mix of natives and non-native species for a cost of $45,000.  Seed establishment was 60 % for the non-natives and 40% for the natives.

An example of Lessons Learned might be:
A small area of the seeding was not chained and within this area seed establishment was only 20% shown by line intercept monitoring.

The Funding Carryover Request Form serves multiple purposes.  The top part of the form is the FY-03 Accomplishments for the Plan area.  The lower part of the Form is the Funding Request information necessary to compete for funding at the DOI level.

Use this form for each Plan you anticipate will incur expenses during FY-04.  Monitoring of FY-01, 02 and 03 Plans will need to be submitted.  Use one Form for each Plan area.  If you have a Plan from FY-02 that will have Monitoring and some form of Treatment/Action that was not completed during FY-03, you can list both on the Form but do so separately.  The Treatment will have to compete on a DOI wide basis to receive funding.  If the Plan data has not been entered into NFPORS, the NEPA has not been completed or the Monitoring is not available to support your need, then the Treatment/Action will not be approved at the WO level.  Make sure you completely fill in the Rating Criteria data so the proposal will compete well with other projects.  Refer to the footnote on this Form for additional information.
Timeframe:  WO IM 2003-237 was effective upon signature.  
Budget Impact:  The actions taken as a result of WO IM 2003-237 have impacted the planning of project treatments.  These actions will not result in a loss of funding or in costs not normally associated with the program on a national level.  However, many planned for activities may not receive funding in FY-04 due to reprioritization of existing funding.

Manual/Handbook Sections Affected:  WO IM 2003-237 superseded Departmental Manual 620 DM 3 dated 1/19/01; the Interagency Burned Area Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation Handbook dated 3/01/02; the BLM Supplemental Emergency Stabilization and Rehabilitation Handbook dated November 27, 2002; and H-1742--Emergency Fire Rehabilitation Handbook release 7/1999.

Coordination:  Discussions have been held between WO 220 Staff, State Office Staff, and Staff connected with the Office of Wildland Fire Coordination.
