Request for SubTerra Information

On October 2, 2002, SubTerra, Inc. was selected to complete a market analysis of building stone and landscape rocks in Utah.  As part of the contract SubTerra, Inc., is completing a database for all offices to utilize that should assist in validity examinations, mineral material appraisals and in monitoring all known sites in Utah that are currently mining building stone and landscape rock.  During the process of acquiring information SubTerra, Inc. sent letters to each of the field offices requesting this information.  The first letter was dated December 10, 2002, and it contained a checklist for the field specialist to use when compiling the requested information.  The second letter was dated September 17, 2003, and it had a CD containing a database of information that had been compiled to date and a second formal request for information.  During these requests SubTerra did receive appraisals and market information from several of the offices but did not receive site specific information on known sites within each of the field offices.  
When the contract was let the contractor indicated that they would be visiting each of the field offices as part of this seeking information.  However, time restraints and budget did not allow for this to take place.  For this study to be meaningful it is necessary that this information be provided and there is still time to get the individual sites into the database before the contract has ended.  We have been working with SubTerra, Inc. and they are now going to provide a database that can be updated.  In addition, I have kept each of the program leads in the field offices up to date on what is transpiring on the contract and assisted where I could regarding the information provided on the database.  

In order to complete the database it is imperative that we receive data from all field 
offices.  Each field office should compile this information and send it to SubTerra.  As 
you send the information to SubTerra, Inc. please email Doug Bauer at the State Office a  list of the sites that were sent to them.  The information needs to include name of site, location, is it a mining claim or a sales contract, if the operator is leasing from another agency or is a private pit, photographs or whatever information that the field specialists determines is pertinent to this request.  We are requesting that this be accomplished by January 16, 2004.
