Submission of Recommended Stewardship Projects

The Omnibus Appropriations Act of 2003 (PL 108-7, Section 323) authorizes the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) to enter into stewardship contracts to achieve land management goals that meet local and rural community needs.  Stewardship contracts are long-term end result contracts that include payment in the form of product removal for the service provided and to apply any excess revenues to other stewardship projects.  Utilizing stewardship contracting to accomplish fuels and restoration treatments is of great importance to the Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Land and Minerals Management, and the Director.
As per the attached Washington Office Instruction Memorandum No. 2004-081, all vegetative treatment projects will be screened for their potential for biomass utilization through stewardship contracting.

Each field office will recommend at least two potential projects that can be forwarded to the Washington Office for FY04 stewardship contracting.  At a minimum, one project will be a hazardous fuels reduction or wildland interface project; and at least one project will be a forest/woodland restoration project.  Projects where treatment by-products can potentially offset overall treatment costs through stewardship contracting are needed.

Field offices should also be thinking about FY05 projects that would be candidates for future stewardship recommendations.
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
