The Healthy Forests Restoration Act (HFRA) supports the implementation of the goals of the National Fire Plan, the 10-year Comprehensive Strategy Implementation Plan and the President’s Healthy Forest Initiative.  The HFRA provides a number of tools and new authorities to plan and implement hazardous fuels reduction and forest and rangeland health treatments.  The HFRA Field Guide jointly released by the Bureau of Land Management and the U.S. Forest Service explains the new tools and authorities.  Field offices should review the HFRA Field Guide which can be accessed on the BLM national website.

As per the attached Washington Office Instruction Memorandum No. 2004-123, all hazardous fuels reduction or forest and rangeland restoration projects that are planned to be awarded (contracts or agreements) or implemented (force account) in Fiscal Year 2005, will be reviewed by each field office to identify  projects which will be planned using authorities provided by HFRA.

Each field office will compile a list of all hazardous fuels reduction and forest and rangeland restoration projects that will be planned using authorities provided by HFRA.  Include the following information for each listed project:

· Project name.

· Estimated award or implementation date.

· Estimated total project treatment acres.
