This section is for reporting the nunber of allotnents,
by category, for which all schedul ed nonitoring and eval uati ons
have been conpleted for the reporting year in conpliance with the
District or Resource Area Mnitoring and Eval uation Pl an.
Al'lotnments that are not schedul ed to be nonitored or eval uated
during the reporting year can al so be reported as conpl et ed,
provided all previously schedul ed nonitoring and eval uati ons have
been conpleted. For exanple, an allotnent that is only schedul ed
for trend studies every 5 years is reported as having been

noni tored each year, even though the trend studies are conducted
on the ground only once during the 5-year period. However, an
all ot ment scheduled for trend and utilization studies should not
be reported unless all studies have been conpl et ed.

Field offices are also to report the nunber of allotnments and
acres that are neeting rangel and health standards on Table 7.
This is a new requirenent for the 1998 report as mandated by
Washi ngton O fice Instruction Menorandum No. 98-91
